VHC Health’s long-range plan is proprietary but, in brief, the plan centers on 
VHC Health’s goals to (i) provide the highest quality clinical care; (ii) achieve 
the highest levels of patient satisfaction; (iii) provide state-of-the-art facilities 
and equipment; (iv) innovate in the use of information technology; (v) invest 
in the professional growth and development of VHC Health’s clinicians and 
staff; (vi) manage VHC Health’s resources prudently; and (vii) serve the 
healthcare needs of the community.

VHC Health operates Virginia Hospital Center (“VHC”), the only remaining 
independent community hospital in Planning District (“PD”) 8, and serves the 
communities of Arlington County, Falls Church, McLean, and other western 
Fairfax County suburbs.  Since its inception nearly 80 years ago, the hospital 
has grown alongside its service area community as VHC Health has pursued 
a combination of acute care and ambulatory care efforts to meet the current 
and future needs of the facility and its patients.  Those efforts have sought to 
balance inpatient and outpatient services on and off the hospital campus to 
comprehensively serve VHC patients, decompress the congested hospital 
campus, and diversify accessible lower-cost care options for VHC Health 
patients.   
 
As part of its efforts to bring community-centered medical care closer to where 
its patients live, in 2021, VHC Health acquired the Old Meadow Road medical 
office building in McLean, the municipality in Fairfax County which borders 
Arlington County to the west.  VHC Health located a variety of physician 
services at the site, including cardiology, gastroenterology, urology, primary 
care, and gynecology.  VHC Health also worked with local orthopedic 
surgeons to establish its first off-campus ambulatory surgery center (“ASC”) 
at this location.  The ASC, a joint-ventured facility dedicated to orthopedic 
surgery, opened in November 2022.1   
 
On February 21, 2024, the Commissioner authorized VHC Health to establish 
the VHC Health Outpatient Imaging Center within the same medical office 
building in McLean.2  As the Health Systems Agency of Northern Virginia 
(“HSANV”), the Division of Certificate of Public Need (“DCOPN”), and the 
Commissioner recognized in their reviews, VHC has an institutional need to 
expand its outpatient imaging services and decompress utilization on the busy 
hospital campus, freeing up hospital capacity for more acute patients.3  The 
facility became operational November 3, 2025, as VHC Health’s first full-
service off-campus diagnostic imaging service, including CT and MRI services 
as well as a range of non-reviewable diagnostic services (and only its second 
off-campus CT imaging site).4  Although VHC Health operates the facility, 
allowing patients to access academic medicine services at a dedicated 
outpatient facility, services furnished at the facility are not reimbursed at 
hospital-based outpatient rates but rather at lower freestanding rates.5  Thus, 
the VHC Health Outpatient Imaging Center significantly improves access to 
lower-cost imaging options for VHC Health patients.

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In this application, VHC Health proposes to add fixed PET/CT services at the 
VHC Health Outpatient Imaging Center.  The PET/CT unit will be used 
primarily for cardiovascular imaging6 and will support the co-located VHC 
Health cardiology physician practice and the cardiologists at VHC Health’s 
other outpatient locations in PD 8. VHC Health’s cardiology physician 
practice currently employs 16 cardiac physicians and is in the process of 
recruiting three additional members.  For these physicians and their patients, 
the project will improve access to a critical non-invasive cardiovascular 
diagnostic imaging tool and the standard of care for patients in need of 
myocardial perfusion imaging (“MPI”).  The proposed expansion of VHC 
Health’s outpatient service offering at an already approved and operational, 
highly accessible, and lower-cost outpatient diagnostic imaging facility is 
consistent with its long-range plan.   
 
(While the PET/CT unit may occasionally be used for oncology and neurology 
needs, VHC Health estimates that such use would be unusual, reflecting 
downtime or lack of capacity at the hospital and amounting to less than 10% 
of the overall utilization of the proposed PET/CT scanner.) 
 

(2) Briefly describe the proposed project with respect to location, style and major 
design features, and the relationship of the current proposal to the long range plan. 

 
The project’s location at the VHC Health Outpatient Imaging Center in 
McLean supports optimal access for many VHC Health patients.  About seven 
miles from VHC and squarely within VHC’s primary service area (“PSA”), 
the facility is co-located with VHC Health Cardiology—Tysons, various other 
outpatient services (including other VHC Health specialty physician practices 
and McLean Tysons Orthopedic Surgery Center, VHC Health’s first off-
campus ASC7), and other physician practices.  The project is accessible right 
off the Beltway and via multiple forms of public transportation.   
 
The design of the imaging facility, dedicated exclusively to outpatient imaging, 
facilitates timely and streamlined access to services.  Existing finished but 
vacant space within the recently operationalized VHC Health Outpatient 
Imaging Center can be cost-efficiently adapted to accommodate the proposed 
cardiac-focused PET/CT unit and to optimize patient and staff flow.  The 
building is served by abundant parking.  The project will offer many VHC 
Health patients a convenient and accessible option for cardiac-focused 
PET/CT services at a location they often already utilize but away from the 
congested hospital campus and with excellent care coordination among 
existing providers, significantly improving access to care consistent with VHC 
Health’s long-range plan.

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(3) Describe the relationship of the facility to public transportation and highway 
access. 
 
The VHC Health Outpatient Imaging Center is conveniently accessible by 
public transportation and major roadways serving Northern Virginia.  The 
facility is located less than a mile from the Capital Beltway (I-495) and easily 
accessible through the interchange at I-495 and Route 123 (Dolley Madison 
Boulevard).  The McLean Metro Station is only 0.5 miles away.  The Fairfax 
Connector, the public bus system that services the region, has two bus routes 
which cover the proposed location and connect to other public transportation 
systems like the Metro Rail Silver Line; the nearest bus stop is approximately 
0.2 miles (a five-minute walk) away.   

 
(4)       Relate the size, shape, contour and location of the site to such problems as 

future expansion, parking, zoning and the provision of water, sewer and 
solid waste services. 

 
The proposed PET/CT will be located in an existing building – specifically, in 
finished space within an existing and operational imaging center.  The project 
will not require any new construction or engineering but rather only minimal 
remodeling of an existing empty room that can be easily converted to 
accommodate the PET/CT, resulting in low construction costs as reported in 
Section V.C-E.8  The site is already zoned for the proposed medical use, has 
convenient and easily accessible parking, and the facility is already served by 
water, sewer, and solid waste services to support the project.   
 

(5) If this proposal is to replace an existing facility, specify what use will be 
made of the existing facility after the new facility is completed.

(6) Describe any design features which will make the proposed project more  
efficient in terms of construction costs, operating costs, or energy conservation. 

 
The remodeling necessary to implement the PET/CT unit will adhere to the 
latest building codes, guidelines, and best practices, and is designed to 
minimize costs in all areas of construction.  Energy conservation goals will be 
achieved by using sustainable materials and methods, such as LED lighting 
systems.  The project will apply LEED components within the mechanical, 
electrical, and plumbing systems to limit operating costs and enhance 
efficiency.  These components include plumbing fixtures and faucets with low 
water flow features and high-efficiency LED lighting systems with dimming 
controls. Occupancy sensor controls will be used to further reduce energy 
consumption when spaces are not occupied.

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The project will offer significant numbers of VHC patients originating in the 
service area a convenient, low-cost, outpatient PET/CT imaging option.  
Establishing cardiac-focused PET/CT services at the facility, co-located with 
a comprehensive range of other outpatient imaging modalities and a VHC 
Health cardiology physician practice, will further increase the efficiency of 
care delivery and enhance the continuity, coordination, and integration of 
care.  It will also significantly reduce the costs of care for patients.  Further, 
the establishment of cardiac-focused PET/CT services at the VHC Health 
Outpatient Imaging Center offers opportunities for efficient implementation, 
staffing, and operation. Given that the facility already possesses the 
infrastructure, staffing expertise, and other resources to support a cardiac-
focused PET/CT service line, the project leverages existing assets while 
reducing dependence on hospital resources.    
 
In brief, the project reflects a cost-effective and efficient approach to 
improving access to an invaluable diagnostic tool for VHC Health’s cardiac 
patients.

680 SF for the PET/CT, 225 SF for the control room, and 225 SF for the 
equipment room.

To accommodate the proposed PET/CT unit, VHC Health will utilize space 
within an existing building – specially, within the VHC Health Outpatient 
Imaging Center authorized by the Commissioner 18 months ago and 
operationalized in November 2025 with CT, MRI, and a range of other 
diagnostic services.  The PET/CT will be installed in space already built and 
finished and which will be updated consistently with manufacturers’ 
requirements and recommendations for operation of the PET/CT unit.  The 
necessary renovations and remodeling of the space will adhere to the Facilities 
Guidelines Institute’s Guidelines for Design and Construction of Hospitals and 
Outpatient Facilities and the Virginia Uniform Statewide Building Code.  
Location of the PET/CT services within the VHC Health Outpatient Imaging 
Center, alongside other diagnostic imaging modalities and co-located with 
other outpatient services, will optimize patient access, facilitate the delivery of 
outpatient services, and enhance the timeliness and integration of care.

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SECTION III    SERVICE DATA 
 
A. In brief narrative form describe the kind of services now provided and and/or the kind of 

services to be available after completion of the proposed construction or equipment 
installation. 

 
In this application, VHC proposes to establish cardiac-focused PET/CT services at 
the recently opened VHC Health Outpatient Imaging Center in McLean.  (While the 
PET/CT unit may occasionally be used for oncology and neurology needs, VHC 
Health estimates that such use would be unusual, amounting to less than 10% of the 
overall utilization of the proposed PET/CT scanner.  Moreover, VHC Health does not 
intend to use the CT-component of the PET/CT scanner independently.) 
 
Existing services at the VHC Health Outpatient Imaging Center include a 
comprehensive array of outpatient imaging services such as CT, MRI, ultrasound, x-
ray, echocardiogram, mammography, SPECT, and bone densitometry.  With the 
addition of cardiac-focused PET/CT services at the facility, VHC Health will be able 
to provide superior clinical value to its cardiac patients – higher diagnostic accuracy 
than the existing SPECT can provide, with the ability to quantify blood flow and 
coronary flow reserve, and with a lower and thus safer radiation dose – in a more 
accessible, convenient, and lower-cost setting dedicated solely to outpatients.  While 
several cardiology practices in PD 8 (and other communities) have obtained COPN 
approval to provide cardiac PET/CT services within their offices, those units serve 
only the patients of the corresponding providers.9  VHC Health’s proposal seeks to 
provide VHC Health patients access to necessary cardiac-focused PET/CT within the 
VHC Heath network of services and facilities.   

 
 Overview of VHC and VHC’s Cardiovascular Services 
 

For more than 80 years, VHC, a not-for-profit independent community hospital and 
the only hospital in Arlington County, has been providing care to the residents of 
Arlington County and nearby communities.  Today, VHC is a 530,000-square foot 
tertiary-level facility and academic medical center.  The hospital is approved for 453 
beds and offers comprehensive and highly specialized health care services, including 
inpatient medical-surgical, adult intensive care, pediatric, obstetric, medical 
rehabilitation, and other complementary services.  It provides neonatal intensive care 
services, is a Level 2 Trauma Center and a certified Comprehensive Stroke Center, 
and operates Arlington County’s only acute care hospital-based mental health unit.

Similarly, DCOPN further recognized that Inova’s proposed cardiac PET/CT service would serve Inova and 
the physicians of the Inova Schar Heart and Vascular physician practice. 
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VHC’s cardiovascular care unit, established in 1964, was the first in the region and 
only the third in the United States to offer specialized care for heart disease.  
Approximately 30 years ago, VHC Health initiated one of the area’s first cardiac 
rehabilitation programs.  Over the past 18 months, and following the retirement of 
various key cardiac staff members, VHC Health has hired a variety of cardiovascular 
providers and continues to recruit and credential additional cardiovascular 
staff.  With those additions, VHC Health has expanded the range of services available 
to cardiac patients in the community.  Today, the hospital offers complex diagnostic, 
therapeutic, and surgical care, including open heart surgery (as one of three open-
heart services in PD 8).  The hospital has been nationally recognized for its high-
quality cardiovascular care as (i) an Aetna Institute of Quality for Cardiac Care in 
Cardiac Medical Intervention, Cardiac Rhythm, and Cardiac Surgery; (ii) a 
CareFirst BlueCross BlueShield Blue Distinction Center for Cardiac Care; and (iii) a 
United Healthcare Premium Cardiac Specialty Center.   
 
VHC’s inpatient and outpatient cardiovascular services at the hospital and at other 
VHC locations in PD 8 are furnished by a large and diverse medical staff of employed 
and affiliated cardiologists, cardiovascular and thoracic surgeons, 
electrophysiologist, cardiac nurse practitioners, and cardiovascular operating room 
physician assistants, and cardiology/cardiovascular and thoracic surgery nurses.  
These services are augmented by a busy cardiovascular surgery suite and 
comprehensive cardiovascular diagnostic imaging services, including cardiac 
catheterization, cardiac MRI, and SPECT at the hospital and cardiac MRI and 
SPECT at the VHC Health Outpatient Imaging Center.   

 
 Myocardial Perfusion Imaging Requires SPECT and PET/CT 
 

For many cardiac conditions and presentations, advanced imaging plays an 
increasingly important role. One of the most common advanced noninvasive 
cardiovascular diagnostic tests and the most widely used nuclear cardiology test is 
myocardial perfusion imaging.  MPI evaluates blood flow to the muscle and identifies 
areas of reduced blood flow at rest and during stress, which can indicate coronary 
artery disease, myocardial ischemia, or infarction.  The test requires a radioactive 
tracer to be injected into the bloodstream.  The tracer is absorbed by myocardial cells 
proportionately to blood flow, which is then detected by imaging equipment to 
produce perfusion maps of the heart.   
 
There are two main types of imaging technologies that can perform MPI studies:  
single photon emission computed tomography (“SPECT”) and positron emission 
tomography with computed tomography (“PET/CT”).  Traditionally, MPI has been 
performed using SPECT, which is widely available, supported by a large body of 
clinical evidence, and cost-effective.  VHC Health’s SPECT services, including at the 
recently operationalized at the VHC Health Diagnostic Imaging Center, are used 
primarily for MPI and other cardiac procedures and are highly utilized.  The SPECT 
plays a critical role not only in cardiovascular imaging but also in oncology and 
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neurology; as those programs have expanded at VHC Health in recent years, 
utilization has similarly increased.

However, SPECT has some limitations, including lower spatial resolution, 
attenuation artifacts, and longer acquisition times.  Over the past decade, PET/CT 
has been recognized as offering higher spatial and temporal resolution and improved 
attenuation correction, thus enhancing diagnostic accuracy and reducing false 
positives/negatives.  The cardiac-focused PET/CT also has the ability to quantify 
myocardial blood flow and coronary flow reserve.  This allows for more accurate 
diagnosis of multivessel disease and microvascular dysfunction that might be missed 
otherwise.  PET/CT studies are also typically faster (approximately 30 minutes vs. 2-
4 hours for an SPECT study), use lower radiation doses, and provide more reliable 
images, especially in patients with challenging anatomy or obesity and in women, as 
they are less affected by body habitus and breast attenuation.  As a result, PET/CT 
has emerged as the standard of care for MPI studies and cardiovascular imaging.   
 
Indeed, HSANV, DCOPN, and the Commissioner have recognized this evolution of 
care.  For example, DCOPN has previously noted “a wholesale shift underway from 
SPECT to PET/CT imaging as the preferred imaging modality in cardiovascular 
care.”10  Those reviews also recognize the overall inadequacy of the State Medical 
Facilities Plan’s (“SMFP’s”) provisions governing PET/CT services and the 
importance of PET/CT imaging for cardiovascular patients.  Every applicant that has 
pursued COPN authorization for cardiac PET/CT services/units across the 
Commonwealth since 2016 has been approved.11   
 
Existing PET/CT Services at VHC Do Not Meet Patient Needs  
 
While VHC currently offers PET/CT services at the hospital with one fixed PET/CT 
unit, those services do not meet the demonstrated need for the proposed project.  
First, the existing PET/CT scanner is tailored, and is used exclusively, for cancer 
imaging of VHC Health’s oncology patients and, as recognized in other COPN 
decisions, cannot be easily adapted for cardiac imaging.12  Additionally, even if the 
unit were upgraded, different imaging protocols for the distinct service lines make 
service integration challenging.  Further, the distinct needs for oncology PET/CT 
imaging at the hospital on the one hand and for outpatient cardiac PET/CT imaging 
on the other hand make it unfeasible to meet all patients’ needs with one unit.   Finally, 
oncology PET/CT scans are also quite time-intensive and can take 2-3 hours.  This

number of scans, not their duration) and, in practical terms, impairs timely access for 
other patients.

B. Describe measures used or steps taken to assure continuity of care. 

 
VHC Health ensures continuity of care across its care delivery settings.  At the VHC 
Health Outpatient Imaging Center, operated by VHC and supported by VHC’s 
radiology team, the proposed PET/CT service will implement best practices, 
protocols, and procedures, as well as regulatory requirements, to ensure continuity 
of care in the diagnostic imaging setting and beyond.  The PET/CT will be fully 
integrated with VHC Health’s existing clinical services and VHC Health’s system-
wide electronic health record, EPIC.  Records will be supplied to other providers as 
necessary for appropriate follow-up and continuity of care and as permitted by 
applicable health records privacy laws.  This integration will allow patients to transfer 
seamlessly between VHC Health care settings and will enhance the coordination of 
care for patients.  Further, all VHC Health imaging sites report to a single director 
who directly reports to VHC Health’s Senior Vice President of Hospital Operations 
and Chief Nurse Executive.  This oversight ensures consistency in policies, protocols, 
and procedures across sites and supports continuity of care. 
 

C. What procedures are utilized in quality care assessment? 
 
The proposed PET/CT services will be operated in accordance with the VHC Health 
Outpatient Imaging Center’s quality care assessment protocols and procedures, 
which are consistent with VHC Health’s Quality Assurance and Performance 
Improvement Plan.  Updated annually, this plan is used as a guide to design, measure, 
set goals for, assess, improve, and sustain organizational performance. Key 
dimensions of care focus on the effectiveness of care, patient- and family-
centeredness, and the efficiency, safety, and timeliness of care delivered.  Those 
factors drive VHC’s collaborative quality care assessment process supported by the 
VHC Health Board of Directors, administration, management, medical staff, 
employees, and volunteers, as well as patients and their families, the community, and 
external partners.  
 
The high quality of care offered by VHC Health has earned it a stellar reputation and 
a variety of recognitions and awards.  To name just a few, these include: 
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• U.S. News & World Report’s 2025 “Best Hospital” rankings – 4th in Virginia 
and 3rd in the D.C./Maryland/Virginia area, with particular recognition of its 
high-performing urology, orthopedics & neurology/neurosurgery services; 

• 2024 Outstanding Hospital for Patient Experience by Healthgrades for the 13th 
consecutive year; 

• Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services’ Overall Hospital Quality Five 
Star Rating for 2025;  

• Hospital Safety Score of “A” for fall 2022 Leapfrog Hospital Safety Grade 
rating (VHC Health’s 21st consecutive “A” score), making it one of 30 hospitals 
in the nation and only six in Virginia to have earned that safety score; and 

• Magnet designation by the American Nursing Association/American Nurses 
Credentialing Center (“ANCC”) in 2019 and again in 2022 and 2025.  
 

D. Describe the plan for obtaining additional medical, nursing and paramedical personnel 
required to staff the project following completion and identify the sources from which 
such personnel are expected to be obtained. 

 
The addition of the PET/CT service requires only two additional Full Time 
Equivalent (“FTE”) staff members, and VHC Health anticipates no challenges in 
filling these positions.   
 
In the face of national health care staffing challenges, VHC Health has worked hard 
to strengthen physician, nurse, and clinical staff retention and recruitment; reduce 
turnover; and effectively manage costs to offset the rising costs of labor.  It continually 
pursues innovative approaches to compensation and benefits and invests in various 
workplace safety initiatives.  Its workforce development efforts have resulted in VHC 
Health’s designation as a Magnet facility by ANCC in 2019 and again in 2022 and 
2025.  The Magnet hospital designation, awarded for four years, is the highest 
national credential for nursing programs and is considered a gold standard.  The 
recognition helps patients identify hospitals with satisfied nurses and that exceed 
certain quality of care benchmarks.  VHC Health also achieved CMS’s Overall 
Hospital Quality Five Star Rating for 2024, a rating that helps to attract and retain 
top-quality staff. 
 
VHC Health prioritizes staff retention.  Its community hospital culture, coupled with 
an excellent clinical reputation, makes VHC Health an employer of choice.  Its strong 
retention rates reflect not only its culture but also its investment in employees.  For 
example, VHC Health offers performance-based merit increases consistently above 
the industry standard.  It is one of few employers to offer 100% coverage within its 
PPO for VHC facility expenses, as well as those at Children’s National Medical 
Center.  VHC Health also rewards employee longevity with increasing retirement 
plan matching and paid time off.  As an institution, VHC qualifies for Public Service 
Loan Forgiveness for physicians. 
 
Further, VHC Health is affiliated with numerous educational and training facilities 
in Northern Virginia and the District of Columbia, including Marymount University, 
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Northern Virginia Community College, George Mason University, Georgetown 
University, George Washington University, James Madison University, Catholic 
University, Shenandoah University, Stratford University, and Chamberlain 
University.  In addition to those affiliations, VHC Health participates in a variety of 
initiatives with various partners that support VHC Health’s recruitment and training 
efforts, including Arlington County, Friends of Nursing Foundation, the National 
Institute of First Assists, and the Foundation Poyant Fund.  In 2022, VHC Health 
became the first hospital in the D.C. Metro area to become a Practice Transition 
Accreditation Program – a national certification awarded by the ANCC for meeting 
global standards that transition new graduate registered nurses through their first 
twelve months of practice.  
 
The anticipated additional staffing needed to support the proposed PET/CT services 
is only 2.0 FTEs.  Personnel will be recruited through customary channels, including 
the internet and print advertising, and the many schools with which VHC Health is 
affiliated.  For many staff living west of the VHC hospital campus, the VHC Health 
Outpatient Imaging Center offers an attractive work location.  Additionally, the 
ambulatory care setting and the associated hours of operation will similarly provide 
a desirable workplace setting for some staff.  VHC Health was able to timely secure 
staffing for the CT and MRI services at the VHC Health Outpatient Imaging Center, 
and for all the other diagnostic services offered at the facility, and does not anticipate 
issues with recruiting the necessary number of staff to operate the proposed PET/CT 
unit.  Moreover, all radiology techs at the facility are and will be cross-trained to serve 
all modalities at the VHC Health Outpatient Imaging Center and ensure efficient 
utilization of human resources.

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SECTION IV   PROJECT JUSTIFICATION AND IDENTIFICATION OF 

COMMUNITY NEED 
 

A. Please provide a comprehensive narrative description of the proposed project. 
 

In this application, VHC Health proposes to establish cardiac-focused PET/CT 
services, to be implemented at the VHC Health Outpatient Imaging Center in 
McLean, an independent diagnostic testing facility operated by VHC Health.  The 
proposed unit will be used primarily for cardiac imaging of VHC Health’s 
cardiovascular patients.  While the equipment may occasionally be used for other 
applications such as oncology or neurology scans, VHC Health anticipates that such 
use would be infrequent and would constitute less than 10% of the unit’s overall 
utilization.  

 
1. Overview of VHC Health’s Cardiovascular Services 
 
VHC Health provides comprehensive cardiovascular services that span the full 
continuum of care for heart and vascular conditions, from prevention to early 
detection and advanced diagnostics to medical, surgical, and rehabilitation services.  
VHC Health provides these services not only at the hospital but also at several 
outpatient locations, including at the Old Meadow Road medical office building that 
also houses the VHC Health Outpatient Imaging Center.  Its nationally renowned 
cardiovascular program has grown substantially over the past two years, reflecting 
the addition of several cardiovascular and thoracic surgeons, electrophysiologists, 
cardiac nurse practitioners, and cardiovascular operating room physician 
assistants.  Currently, VHC’s medical staff includes 116 cardiologists (with several 
more in the queue for credentialing by the end of the year), 11 cardiovascular/thoracic 
surgeons, 35 cardiovascular nurse practitioners (with one more expected to join 
within the next month), and 29 interventional cardiologists.  With those medical staff 
expansions – each an important and necessary investment in the hospital’s ability to 
meet the increasing demand for high-acuity cardiac care in the service area – VHC 
has expanded the range of services available to cardiac patients in the community.  
Key cardiovascular services offered by VHC Health include: 
 

• Open heart surgery;  
• Other cardiac surgeries including congenital heart defect correction, coronary 

artery bypass graft surgery, left ventricular assist device surgery, mitral valve 
repair or replacement surgery, pacemaker placement, transcatheter aortic 
valve replacement procedures, tricuspid valve repair surgery, and many 
others;  

• Cardiovascular surgery, such as aortic aneurysm repair, aortic dissection 
repair, and carotid endarterectomy;  

• Interventional cardiology;  
• Cardiac rehabilitation;  
• Cardiac catheterization services;  
• Electrophysiology services; and  
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• Advanced cardiac imaging. 
 

Together with VHC Health’s extensive network of outpatient cardiology practices 
and cardiovascular providers on its medical staff,15 VHC delivers coordinated, high-
quality care that treats the full spectrum of cardiovascular and cardiothoracic 
disease, including:  
 

• Aortic aneurysms; 
• Arrythmias; 
• Congenital heart defects; 
• Congestive heart failure;  
• Coronary artery disease; 
• Heart attack; 
• Heart valve conditions; 
• High cholesterol; 
• Hypertension; and  
• Peripheral vascular disease.  

 
2. Need for Cardiac PET/CT Services 

 
VHC Health offers a robust cardiovascular program with advanced diagnostics such 
as SPECT, nuclear cardiology, coronary CT angiograms, cardiac MRI, 
echocardiograms, stress testing, and ultrasound.  While all these modalities play 
distinct and important roles in cardiac imaging, cardiac PET/CT has emerged as the 
gold standard noninvasive test for myocardial perfusion imaging (traditionally 
performed with SPECT) and a cornerstone of modern cardiovascular care.   
 
SPECT and PET/CT are both nuclear medicine techniques used for MPI, but they 
differ in accuracy, efficiency, and clinical utility.  SPECT has proven effective for 
many routine cases but it has limitations related to lower spatial resolution, longer 
imaging times, and greater susceptibility to artifacts, especially in obese patients or 
women with breast tissue attenuation.  PET/CT, in contrast, offers higher image 
quality and diagnostic accuracy due to superior resolution, built-in attenuation 
correction, and shorter acquisition times.  PET/CT also allows absolute quantification 
of myocardial blood flow and coronary flow reserve – capabilities not available with 
SPECT yet essential for detecting balanced ischemia or microvascular disease.  
Particularly for patients with complex, equivocal, or high-risk presentations, the 
PET/CT is particularly critical.   
 
Indeed, without cardiac PET/CT services, a subset of patients who receive SPECT 
studies instead must typically undergo invasive coronary angiography or cardiac 
catheterization simply to clarify inconclusive or uncertain results.  Cardiac PET/CT 
directly addresses this gap by providing more definitive, non-invasive diagnostic 
information.  This precision means fewer false positives, fewer patients subjected to

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the risks of invasive angiography and cardiac catheterization, and greater confidence 
when angiography is truly needed.  In effect, cardiac PET/CT allows many patients 
to avoid invasive procedures altogether while ensuring that those who do proceed to 
intervention are most clinically appropriate and most likely to benefit therefrom.  The 
Commissioner has repeatedly recognized this improvement and evolution in cardiac 
care, approving cardiac PET/CT services for all applicants who have requested 
COPN authorization in the Commonwealth since the 2016.16 

 
3. VHC Health’s Project  

 
The proposal to establish cardiac-focused PET/CT imaging services at VHC Health 
Outpatient Imaging Center will provide an important option for VHC Health’s 
patients.  The PET/CT unit will complete VHC Health’s continuum of cardiovascular 
imaging, meaningfully enhancing the quality of care by offering patients a more 
accurate and efficient diagnostic pathway.  The higher resolution and attenuation 
correction of PET/CT will reduce nondiagnostic or equivocal studies, which in turn 
will minimize the need for repeat imaging or other more advanced and invasive 
services such as cardiac catheterization or angiography, thus also lowering the costs 
of care.  Patients will benefit from more detailed and accurate diagnoses, shorter 
imaging times, lower radiation exposure, greater diagnostic confidence, and enhanced 
continuity of care.  
 
The project responds not only to clinical patient care demands but also patient 
demands for lower-cost settings and reimbursement pressures from payors, all of 
which continue to drive the shift of lower-acuity care to outpatient settings.  Like 
diagnostic imaging, cardiac care is increasingly shifting to outpatient care settings as 
advances in imaging, minimally invasive procedures, and chronic disease 
management allow patients to receive high-quality diagnostics and treatment without 
hospitalization.  This transition improves access, lowers costs, and supports more 
patient-centered, convenient care.  The proposed PET/CT services, like all services at 
the VHC Health Outpatient Imaging Center, will not be reimbursed at hospital-based 
outpatient rates but rather at lower freestanding rates. Commercial payor 
reimbursement is expected at one-third of current hospital-based rates; Medicare 
reimbursement is likewise substantially lower than in the hospital setting.  Thus, the 
project will significantly improve access to lower-cost imaging options for VHC 
Health patients.  At the same time, the project will obviate the need for VHC Health 
patients to exit the VHC Health system to obtain more convenient and accessible 
outpatient imaging services.    

 
4. Summary 
 
The proposal reflects a cost-effective approach to improving access to an invaluable 
diagnostic tool for VHC Health’s cardiovascular patients.  Establishment of the 
proposed PET/CT services at the VHC Health Outpatient Imaging Center will fill a 
demonstrated gap in the cardiac care continuum and offer timely and convenient

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access for all of VHC’s patients appropriate for cardiac PET/CT imaging.  Approval 
of cardiac-focused PET/CT services at the VHC Health Outpatient Imaging Center 
will allow VHC Health to provide the current standard of cardiac imaging and care.

In all those reviews, HSANV, DCOPN, and the Commissioner have 
recognized the outdated nature of the SMFP’s provisions governing 
PET/CT services, the growing need for cardiac PET/CT imaging as the 
standard of care, and the fact that all existing cardiac PET/CT units 
are located within cardiology practices and serve only the practices’ 
corresponding patient panels.  See Attachment III.A—Overview of 
PET/CT COPN Precedent (2016-YTD).25 
  
b. Discuss the extent to which the facility(ies) satisfy(ies) the current 

demand for the service(s). 
 

In this application, VHC Health seeks to meet its cardiac patients’ need 
for cardiac PET/CT services.  VHC Health will place the proposed fixed 
PET/CT unit at the VHC Health Outpatient Imaging Center in 
McLean, about 7 miles from VHC.  The project will offer VHC Health’s 
cardiovascular patients convenient access to the standard of care for 
MPI studies in a lower-cost outpatient setting.   
 
None of the approved providers of cardiac PET/CT services in PD 8 
can meet this VHC-specific need in a less costly or more effective 
manner.  All but one of the existing/approved cardiac PET/CT services 
are located in cardiology practices and, as DCOPN and HSANV have

offices only to the patients of the corresponding practices.26  Moreover, 
the only cardiac PET/CT to be located outside of the cardiology 
physician practice is the recently approved Inova Cardiac Diagnostics 
PET/CT – Willow Oaks unit in Merrifield, which will serve Inova’s 
existing SPECT patients who would benefit from cardiac PET/CT 
imaging and patients of Inova cardiologists.27  VHC Health’s patients 
similarly require access to cardiac PET/CT within the VHC Heath 
network of providers and facilities.   

  
c. Discuss the extent to which the facility(ies) will satisfy the demand 

for services in five years. 
 

None of the existing and approved providers of cardiac PET/CT 
services in PD 8 can meet the present need for VHC Health’s proposal, 
and none will be able to do so in five years. VHC Health’s 
cardiovascular patients in need of MPI studies do not currently have 
the option of a PET/CT exam within the VHC Health system and must 
opt for the SPECT instead – a study which can be less clinically 
appropriate and less accurate in some patients, lead to unnecessary 
more invasive testing, and exposes all patients to higher radiation.  
Given the continuing population growth and aging in the service area, 
the growing incidence of cardiovascular disease, and the rising 
utilization of VHC Health’s SPECT services, demand for cardiac 
PET/CT among VHC Health’s cardiovascular patients is only 
anticipated to grow further.  Consistent with VHC Health’s long-range 
plan, the proposal will significantly enhance VHC Health’s ability to 
meet the growing needs of all its patients and provide them with timely 
access to high-quality care in appropriate lower-cost settings. 

 
D. Discuss how project will fill an unmet need in the delivery of health care in the 

service area including, where applicable, geographic barriers to access. 
 
 VHC Health has a compelling need to include cardiac PET/CT services within 

its array of outpatient diagnostic modalities.  Clinically, the cardiac PET/CT 
unit provides higher image resolution and more reliable attenuation 
correction than SPECT, reducing equivocal or false-positive results.  It is also 
particularly valuable for obese patients, women, and those with complex 
coronary anatomy where the utility of the SPECT can be limited.  The 
PET/CT’s ability to quantify myocardial blood flow and flow reserve offers

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insights into microvascular disease, balanced ischemia, or diffuse coronary 
disease that SPECT and stress echo tend to miss.  This provides more precise 
risk stratification and management of complex patients and enhanced 
prognostic and clinical value. By reducing indeterminate results and 
unnecessary downstream testing (such as invasive angiography), the proposed 
PET/CT service will help improve care quality while supporting cost-
effectiveness for both patients and payers.   

 
 The project also aligns VHC Health with outpatient patient service trends.  

Cardiac patients are increasingly managed in the outpatient setting, and the 
proposed PET/CT will support this shift by reducing the need for more 
invasive tests and inpatient admissions just to confirm diagnosis.  The 
proposed PET/CT will also allow for more efficient workflow, with a cardiac 
PET/CT study typically completed more quickly than SPECT – often within 
30-40 minutes vs. several hours necessary for the SPECT.  This will improve 
patient access and throughput in the outpatient setting, reduce delays and 
patient inconvenience, and optimize the delivery of cardiovascular care across 
the VHC Health system.  Having PET/CT available alongside SPECT and 
other cardiac modalities ensures that VHC Health can provide the most 
clinically appropriate test for each cardiovascular patient in the lowest-cost 
and most efficient setting.

for medical-surgical services in Northern Virginia, and VHC became a 
Kaiser Premier Hospital – a designation based on a third-party 
evaluation of safety and quality metrics.   

 
• Children’s National Medical Center: In 2012, VHC Health and the 

Children’s National Medical Center joined together to provide more 
advanced care in VHC’s neonatal unit.  Under this arrangement, the 
Children’s National Medical Center neonatology team manages VHC’s 
Level III nursery.   Children’s National Medical Center was ranked 5th 
in the nation in the U.S. News & World Report’s 2023-2024 “Best 
Children’s Hospital” ranking and 2nd for neonatology services.

Restaurant 

An establishment whose primary business is to prepare and sell food or beverages in a ready-to-consume 
state for consumption on or off the premises. A restaurant with drive-through, carryout restaurant, 
convenience store, or craft beverage production establishment as defined herein, is not considered a 
restaurant. 

This use does not include a snack bar or refreshment stand at a public or non-private recreational facility 
that is operated solely by the agency or group operating the recreational facility as an accessory use for 
the convenience of the patrons of the facility. Entertainment that is provided for the enjoyment of the 
patrons and is incidental to the principal dining function may be considered accessory to a restaurant. 
This entertainment may include dancing by patrons, subject to the licensing requirements of Chapter 27 
of the County Code. 

Restaurant, Carryout 

Any establishment whose primary business is to prepare and sell ready-to-consume food or beverages, 
primarily for consumption off-site. Up to eight seats may be provided for on -site consumption or 
customer waiting. A restaurant with more than eight seats is considered a restaurant. A carryout 
restaurant does not include a restaurant with drive-through facilities, convenience store, or craft beverage 
production establishment. 

Restaurant with Drive-Through 

Any establishment with a drive-through whose primary business is to prepare and sell ready-to-consume 
food or beverages for consumption on or off the premises. A food truck that does not comply with the 
provisions set forth in subsection 4102.8.E is considered a restaurant with drive-through. 

Retreat Center 

A facility used for professional, educational, or religious meetings, conferences, or seminars, which may 
provide meals, housing, and recreation only for participants during the period of the retreat program. This 
use does not include a hotel or motel or a restaurant. 

Office and Financial institutions 

The Office and Financial Institutions use category includes buildings housing activities conducted in an 
off-ice setting, generally focusing on professional services (e.g., lawyers, accountants, engineers, 
architects), financial services (e.g., banks, lenders, brokerage houses, tax preparers), and medical and 
dental services. Office uses may also include research and experimentation, including the prototype 
production, computer software production, demographic and market research, technical or academic 
consulting services, data processing, wet labs, research and experimentation in a laboratory, and similar 
activities. 

Alternative Lending Institution 

An establishment providing short-term loans to individuals, which may include short-term loans offered 
online if associated appraisal, application, or other services are provided in-person at the establishment, 
including short-term loans as regulated by Chapter 18, Title 6.2, Code of Virginia and motor vehicle title 
loans as regulated by Chapter 22, Title 6.2, Code of Virginia. For purposes of this Ordinance, an alternative 
lending institution does not include an office, pawnshop, drive-in financial institution, financial institution 
or any other state or federally chartered bank, savings and loan institution, or credit union. 

Drive-Through Financial Institution 

Any financial institution that offers its services to persons within motor vehicles.

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Any establishment where the primary occupation is State regulated businesses such as banking, savings 
and loans, loan companies and investment companies; however, for the purpose of this Ordinance, any 
financial institution having a drive-through window or drive-through automated teller machine will be 
deemed to be a drive-through financial institution. 

Office 

A building or portion of a building used for professional, executive, management, financial, research, or 
administrative business or activities. An office may also include an artist's studio, research and 
experimentation in a laboratory, and medical or dental services. 

D. Personal and Business Services 

The Personal and Business Services use category includes businesses that primarily provide routine 
business support functions for the day-to-day operations of other businesses or frequent or recurrent 
needed services of a personal nature to individuals. 

Business Service 

An establishment primarily engaged in rendering services on a fee or contract basis to the business, 
commercial, industrial, or institutional community. Examples of this use include packing and shipping 
services and printing services. This definition does not include any use listed separately in this Ordinance. 

Household Repair and Rental Service 

Any establishment primarily engaged in the repair, general service, or rental of common home goods and 
appliances such as photocopiers, televisions and radios, washing machines, dryers, vacuum cleaners, 
power tools, refrigerators, ovens, lawnmowers, sewing machines, or musical instruments. 

Massage Therapy Establishment 

Any fixed place of business that provides treatment of soft tissues for therapeutic purposes by the 
application of massage and bodywork techniques based on the manipulation or application of pressure to 
the muscular structure or soft tissues of the human body. 

Personal Service 

An establishment primarily engaged in rendering frequent or recurrent services of a personal nature to 
individuals. Examples of this use include barber shops and beauty salons, tattoo parlors, laundromats, 
limited -scale laundry and dry-cleaning sites, tailors, shoe cleaning or repair shops, and other similar 
places of business. This definition does not include any use listed separately in this Zoning Ordinance. 

E. Recreation and Entertainment 

The Recreation and Entertainment use category includes uses providing indoor or outdoor facilities for 
recreation or entertainment-oriented activities by patrons or members. It does not include public uses or 
facilities that are reserved for use by a particular residential development's residents and their guests. 

Banquet or Reception Hall 

Any establishment operated for profit where the facilities are leased on an event-specific basis for private 
wedding receptions, meetings, banquets, and other similar events. This use may include facilities for 
preparing food and areas for dancing, dining, and other entertainment activities typically found in 
association with banquets or receptions. 

Campground 

An establishment renting space to transient visitors for the occupancy of camping trailers, self-propelled 
campers, tents, or lodges.

Your Water Service Bill

Account Charge - A one-time charge to initiate service at a new address to cover the administrative cost of establishing a new account and having
the field technician turn on the water and take an initial meter reading.
Service Charge - A fixed charge based on the size of your water meter. It covers expenses associated with meter maintenance including reading,
repairs, and replacement, as well as customer service functions including billing, postage, collection, and accounting. The charge for apartments,
commercial, industrial, and municipal accounts also includes a fee to offset the cost of cross-connection plumbing inspections.
Water Usage Charge for New Accounts - The charge per 1,000 gallons of water used in the previous three months. New customers pay a higher
rate because they are not charged for their peak use until they establish their winter quarter consumption.
Water Usage Charge for Established Accounts - The charge per 1,000 gallons of water used in the previous three months. Established accounts
may be subject to a peak use charge.
Peak Use Charge - Only those customers whose water-use patterns place peak capacity demands on the water system are subject to the
peak use charge. For quarterly customers, your winter quarter consumption, which is based on water use during the billing cycle ending in
February, March, or April of each year, serves as the basis for calculating the peak use charge. Peak use charges apply to water use exceeding
1.3 times the preceding winter quarter consumption or 6,000 gallons above the preceding winter quarter consumption, whichever is greater.
The peak use charge does not appear on your bill until you have had a full winter quarter. Only two of the four quarterly bills you receive
each year are subject to peak use charges - those based on meter readings taken June through November. For monthly customers, please visit
www.fairfaxwater.org/about-your-bill#peakuse for details on what serves as a basis for your peak use calculation.
Late Payment Charge - If your initial and quarterly bills are not paid by the due date, you will be charged a late payment fee equal to 10 percent of
your unpaid water charges.
Returned Payment Charge - If your check or automatic bank draft is returned unpaid by your bank, a returned payment charge will be added to
your account.
Turn-off/Turn-on Charge and Unauthorized Use Charge - If your service is disconnected due to nonpayment, or noncompliance, there will be a
charge that must be paid before your water service is restored. If you subsequently reconnect it without authorization from Fairfax Water and your
service has to be disconnected again, an additional fee for unauthorized use will be charged.

Your Sewer Service Bill

Sewer Rates - The Fairfax County Wastewater Management Division operates and maintains the sewer system. As a cost-saving measure and
convenience for our customers, Fairfax Water provides a sewer billing service for Fairfax County, which is why your sanitary sewer fees are
included with your water bill.
Sewer Usage - For residential customers, sewer usage is based on winter quarter water consumption or the actual water consumption during the
current billing period, whichever is lower. This prevents residential customers from being charged sewer rates on water used outdoors during the
warmer months, because it does not drain to the sanitary sewer system. Fairfax County prorates this amount on initial and final bills based on
average winter quarter consumption. Commercial customers’ sewer use is based on actual water consumption. Some commercial customers use
additional meters to separately measure water that does not drain to the sanitary sewer system, such as water used for irrigation or cooling
systems. Residential customers would not benefit from this type of metering because their winter quarter consumption already limits the amount of
sewer usage billed in the summer months.
Sewer Base Charge - A sewer base charge based on meter size will take effect with meter readings made on or after Oct. 1, 2013. The fee is paid to
Fairfax County to partially recover costs associated with Chesapeake Bay requirements and the cost of repairing and replacing aging infrastructure.
Non-metered Services - Single-family residences are billed on the basis of per capita average of similar users. All others are billed according to the
number of fixtures at the service address.

Preface 

While the SMFP standards for PET/CT services have not officially been set aside per Virginia 
Code Section 32.1-102.3.A, HSANV, DCOPN, and the Commissioner have consistently 
recognized that  

the SMFP’s utilization standards for PET/CT services are outdated and that 
expecting a PET service to reach the threshold suggested by the SMFP amounts to 
a misconception about the utilization of this modality at the time the SMFP was 
written, and should be treated as such.1  

Indeed, per 2024 VHI data, none of the existing providers of PET/CT services in all of Virginia 
have met the SMFP’s 6,000 PET/CT procedure threshold; the most highly utilized provider is the 
physician practice Virginia Heart in PD 8, which provides exclusively cardiac PET/CT scans.  
Effectively, examining a PET/CT proposal’s compliance with the SMFP is thus merely 

an academic exercise. The assumptions underlying the service volume standards, 
for example, have been superseded by technological developments (e.g., shorter 
average scan times) and the failure to identify additional clinical applications for 
the technology.  Moreover, none of the existing services met fully the SMFP review 
criteria and standards when they obtained COPN authorization.2  

In addition, recent reviews have increasingly emphasized that “there is a wholesale shift underway 
from SPECT to PET/CT imaging as the preferred imaging modality in cardiovascular care … .”3 
Recognizing the inadequacy of the current PET/CT SMFP provisions and the importance of 
cardiac PET/CT imaging for cardiovascular patients, the Commissioner has approved all 18 
proposals for new fixed cardiac-focused PET/CT services/units across the Commonwealth since 
2016 despite lack of strict compliance with the SMFP provisions.4   
 
Despite the SMFP’s recognized shortfalls, in the interest of comprehensiveness, VHC Health 
provides here a complete response to the SMFP provisions governing PET/CT services. 

Notably, VHC Health does not intend to use the CT component of the proposed PET/CT scanner 
independently and thus the SMFP’s provisions governing CT services do not apply.

12 VAC 5-230-200. Travel time. 
 

PET services should be within 60 minutes driving time one way under normal conditions of 
95% of the health planning district using a mapping software as determined by the 
commissioner. 

While PET/CT services, including cardiac-focused PET/CT services, are generally 
available within 60 minutes’ driving time of the population of PD 8, none of the existing 
PET/CT providers meet the needs of VHC Health’s cardiovascular patients for better 
access to cardiac-focused PET/CT services.  Indeed, in the reviews of applications for 
cardiac PET/CTs, DCOPN and HSANV have usually recognized the practice-limited 
operation of those units.   

The lack of cardiac PET/CT services within the VHC Health system impairs the delivery 
of comprehensive, integrated cardiovascular care for its patients and can undermine timely 
diagnosis and treatment. During the past few years, the health care has experienced an 
accelerating shift of services from higher-cost resources such as hospital-based imaging 
services to lower-cost alternatives such as IDTFs and in-office diagnostic imaging services 
when clinically appropriate.  Integration of cardiac-focused PET/CT services in the VHC 
Health outpatient diagnostic imaging setting, alongside a broad range of other outpatient 
cardiac imaging services and co-located with a VHC Health cardiology practice, will offer 
patients a convenient and more affordable option.  This option is particularly critical for 
VHC Health’s cardiovascular patients who are more appropriate for cardiac PET/CT 
imaging than SPECT scanning and whose care optimization requires the availability of 
cardiac PET/CT services under the VHC Health umbrella. The proposal would 
significantly improve geographic, clinical, and financial access to cardiovascular care and 
cardiac PET/CT services for VHC Health’s patients.    

12 VAC 5-230-210. Need for new fixed site service. 
 

A. If the applicant is a hospital, whether free-standing or within a hospital system, 850 new 
PET appropriate cases shall have been diagnosed and the hospital shall have provided 
radiation therapy services with specific ancillary services suitable for the equipment before 
a new fixed site PET service should be approved for the health planning district. 

VHC Health operates a 371-bed acute care hospital – the last remaining independent 
community hospital in PD 8.  It provides thousands of outpatient cardiovascular patient 
visits every year – including for chest pain, coronary artery disease, arrythmia, and heart 
failure.  In 2024, 3,449 new cardiology patients required an SPECT; in 2025, 3,675 such 
new patient SPECT studies are expected.5

Those growing volumes exceed the threshold of 850 patients and attest to the high-quality 
of VHC Health’s services, its broad service area, the critical role of cardiac PET/CT in 
cardiovascular care, and VHC Health’s patients’ acute need for better access to cardiac 
PET/CT services.   

B. No new fixed site PET services should be approved unless an average of 6,000 procedures 
per existing and approved fixed site PET scanner were performed in the health planning 
district during the relevant reporting period and the proposed new service would not 
significantly reduce the utilization of existing fixed site PET providers in the health planning 
district. The utilization of existing scanners operated by a hospital and serving an area 
distinct from the proposed new service site may be disregarded in computing the average 
utilization of PET units in such health planning district. 

Note: For the purposes of tracking volume utilization, an image taken with a PET/CT 
scanner that takes concurrent PET/CT images shall be counted as one PET procedure. 
Images made with PET/CT scanners that can take PET or CT images independently shall 
be counted as individual PET procedures and CT procedures respectively, unless those 
images are made concurrently. 

In 2024, average utilization of operational and reporting fixed PET/CT units in PD 8 
reached approximately 50% of the SMFP’s 6,000-procedure threshold.  Ten additional 
units have been approved and are not yet operational or did not report utilization in 2024.  
However, as the Commissioner and DCOPN have repeatedly recognized, the SMFP’s 
utilization-based provisions do not capture the public need for PET/CT services, and 
particularly cardiac PET/CT services.  Indeed, since 2014, all applicants who have sought 
approval of PET/CT services have been approved by the Commissioner,6 and nearly all 
reviews have specifically recognized that the SMFP’s PET/CT utilization thresholds do not 
accurately gauge the capacity of PET/CT units and are outdated and too high.  A selection 
of key observations frequently reiterated by DCOPN, HSANV, and the Commissioner 
follows:   

  
• “DCOPN has previously acknowledged the SMFP’s utilization standards for 

PET/CT services are outdated and that expecting a PET service to reach the 
threshold suggested by the SMFP amounts to a misconception about the utilization 
of this modality at the time the SMFP was written, and should be treated as such.”7 
 

• “It is arguable that the public need determination provisions of the [SMFP] are 
dated and do not offer meaningful advice and guidance … [and accordingly, they 
have] been ignored routinely.”8 
 

• “DCOPN notes that few PET services in the state actually meet the SMFP’s 
utilization threshold of 6,000 procedures per existing and approved fixed site PET

scanner and believes that the threshold reflects a misconception about the utilization 
of PET/CT technology at the time that the SMFP PET/CT criteria and standards 
were written.”9     
 

• “The Commissioner has historically approved PET proposals despite a lack of strict 
compliance with this standard, recognizing that the SMFP’s current thresholds are 
too high and outdated.10   

 
In addition to those findings – underscored in nearly every PET/CT review – more recent 
reviews have observed that it has become “evident that there is a wholesale shift underway 
from SPECT to PET/CT imaging as the preferred imaging modality in cardiovascular care 
… .”11 Recognizing the inadequacy of the current PET/CT SMFP provisions and the 
importance of cardiac PET/CT imaging for cardiovascular patients, the Commissioner has 
approved all 18 proposals for new cardiac PET/CT services across the Commonwealth 
since 2016 despite lack of strict compliance with the SMFP provisions.12  In recommending 
approval of a recent proposal by The Cardiovascular Group to establish cardiac PET/CT at 
its Fairfax office, HSANV cited, inter alia, the following  reasons for its recommendation:  

 
PET myocardial perfusion imaging appears to be superior to other 
myocardial perfusion studies (e.g., SPECT scans).  It provides more 
information and superior images which should result in greater clinical 
certainty, more effective treatment and, ultimately, fewer unnecessary 
diagnostic cardiovascular interventions.  … Though there is substantial 
unused PET/CT capacity in the region, medical referral practices and 
patterns and related market conditions are such that there is little prospect 
of these low volume services offering PET-based myocardial perfusion 
imaging in the near term.13  
 

DCOPN similarly recommended approval, and the Commissioner issued a COPN for the 
project.14 
 
Just a few months ago, the Commissioner approved Inova’s proposal to establish cardiac 
PET/CT at the Inova Cardiac Diagnostics PET/CT – Willow Oaks facility, an IDTF in 
Fairfax, to support the Inova Schar Heart and Vascular physician practice.15  One of the 
reasons for the Commissioner’s approval was improved access “to the preferred cardiac 
imaging modality with numerous benefits over Single Photon Emission Computed 
Tomography.”16  In the corresponding staff report, DCOPN noted:

Cardiac PET has been found to reduce the overall cost of managing 
coronary artery disease by approximately 30% when it is used routinely as 
compared with SPECT.  Though there are existing and authorized providers 
of cardiac PET/CT scanning services in PD 8, PET/CT seems to be available 
only to cardiac patients whose cardiologists have an authorized service.17  

 
As cardiac PET/CT progresses as a tool in cardiac diagnostics it is 
reasonable for one of PD 8’s largest cardiovascular practices to have access 
to the technology. As current capacity is in the hands of other, individual 
practices the alternative of accessing existing capacity is unlikely to be a 
viable option for Inova Health Care Services and the physicians of Inova 
Schar Heart and Vascular.18  

 
In short, the SMFP thresholds do not accurately reflect the public or institutional need for 
PET/CT imaging.  They also do not address VHC Health’s patients’ need for better access 
to cardiac-focused PET/CT services.  Moreover, each of the authorized cardiac PET/CT 
services in PD 8 are “owned by a cardiology group and each providing PET imaging 
primarily to (or prioritizing) that cardiology group’s patients.”19  The needs of VHC Health 
patients for PET/CT services are currently not met.  Accordingly, the project will have no 
impact on existing providers.

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Note 1. Organization and Nature of Operations  

VHC Health (the Corporation), formerly Virginia Hospital Center Arlington Health System, is a tax-exempt, nonstock, 
not-for-profit corporation established under the laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia. 

The Corporation owns or controls certain subsidiaries, which include AHV Group, Inc.; South Arlington, LLC; 
Arlington Urgent Care, LLC; Arlington Pediatric Center, Inc.; McLean Tysons Orthopedic Surgery Center, LLC; 
Virginia Hospital Center Foundation and Virginia Hospital Center Physician Group, LLC. The Corporation maintains 
control over these related organizations principally through certain powers, which include the power to elect the 
boards of directors, approve amendments to the articles of incorporation, articles of organization, by-laws, or 
operating agreements and approve annual budgets. 

Virginia Hospital Center 

Virginia Hospital Center (the Hospital) is a 537-bed acute care facility providing exceptional medical services to the 
Washington, D.C. metropolitan area. Established in 1944, the Hospital offers comprehensive health care and 
multiple centers of excellence including cardiology and cardiovascular surgery, oncology and women and infant 
health. The Hospital is accredited by the Joint Commission and licensed by the Commonwealth of Virginia 
Department of Health. The Hospital is a member of the Mayo Clinic Care Network (Mayo) which provides the 
community Mayo expertise at no cost to the patient. The Hospital also operates the Arlington Urgent Care Center 
for nonemergency conditions that require prompt medical attention. Arlington Urgent Care Center is run by 
physicians board-certified in family practice or emergency medicine, backed by a team of registered nurses, 
licensed radiology technicians and ancillary staff. Virginia Hospital Center Physician Group consists of over 160 
employed physicians providing primary and specialty care to the community.  

Support for Medical Education Programs 

In 1948, the Hospital established the first medical residency program in the country, in partnership with Georgetown 
University. Today, the Hospital continues to assist with the education of future physicians through its affiliation with 
Georgetown University. 

Other Community Services 

Some of the other important community services provided by the Corporation are as follows: 

(A) Various support groups to include: Alzheimer’s, Parkinson’s, Maturity Support, various Cancer, and 
English as Second Language  

(B) Lifeline Program: over 1,350 subscribers; Lifeline Assistance Fund to support at-risk members of our 
community; Safe Transition for Hospital Patients 

(C) Wellness Programs to include bi-weekly Mall Walking (including blood pressure screenings), Corporate 
Health/Wellness (over 2,000 conducted in 2024), Community Health & Fitness classes (over 1,600 
conducted in 2024), Community Health Education Programs and Healthy Heart events 

(D) VHC Outpatient Clinic and VHC Pediatric Center 

(E) Outpatient Pharmacy Charity Care/prescriptions 

(F) Rent free space provided to PRS Crisis Link, a non-profit crisis hotline serving Northern Virginia 
residents 
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(G) Employee sponsored Community Can Campaign: canned food and cash to support community 
members in need 

Real Estate 

AHV Group, Inc., a Virginia for-profit stock corporation, owns and operates certain commercial real estate located 
in Virginia. 

South Arlington, LLC, a Virginia limited liability company, manages certain commercial real estate located in 
Arlington, Virginia. 

Community Outreach 

Arlington Urgent Care, LLC, a Virginia limited liability company, provides urgent nonemergency health care services 
from a single site in Virginia. 

Arlington Pediatric Center, Inc., a Virginia not-for-profit 501(c)(3) corporation, operates a pediatric clinic which 
provides comprehensive medical services to underserved children whose family income is below 200% of the 
poverty level. On January 29, 2024, certain assets and operations of Arlington Pediatric Center, Inc. were 
transferred to an unrelated FQHC.  

Foundation 

Virginia Hospital Center Foundation, a Virginia not-for-profit 501(c)(3) corporation, supports and maintains the 
programs, services and facilities of the Corporation in part through solicitation, receipt, administration and 
distribution of philanthropic gifts on behalf of its affiliates. 

Virginia Hospital Center Physician Groups 

Virginia Hospital Center Physician Group LLC (Physician Group), a Virginia limited liability company, employs 
physicians providing primary care, medical specialty and surgical specialty services in various locations in Northern 
Virginia. 

McLean Tysons Orthopedic Surgery Center 

McLean Tysons Orthopedic Surgery Center, LLC (MTOSC), a Virginia limited liability company, invests in an 
orthopedic ambulatory surgery center located in McLean, Virginia. The Corporation is a 51% owner in this joint 
venture partnership formed in early 2021. 

Note 2. Significant Accounting Policies  

Basis of Presentation 

The accompanying consolidated financial statements have been prepared in accordance with accounting principles 
generally accepted in the United States of America (GAAP) and reflect the operations of the Corporation and its 
controlled subsidiaries. Intercompany accounts and transactions have been eliminated in consolidation. 

Use of Estimates 

The preparation of consolidated financial statements in conformity with GAAP requires management to make 
estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent 
assets and liabilities at the date of the consolidated financial statements. Estimates also affect the reported amounts 
of revenues and expenses during the reporting period. Actual results could differ from those estimates. 
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Cash and Cash Equivalents  

The Corporation considers all highly liquid investments purchased with an original maturity of three months or less 
to be cash and cash equivalents, including overnight investments. Temporary cash and cash equivalents held in 
investments are not included in cash and cash equivalents for consolidated statements of cash flow purposes. 
Cash, cash equivalents, and restricted cash consisted of the following at December 31, in thousands:

Patient Service Revenue and Accounts Receivables  

Patient service revenue is reported at estimated net realizable amounts from patients, third-party payors, and others 
based on variable consideration for performance obligations performed and satisfied. Patient accounts receivable 
include provisions for price considerations based on historical and expected net collections considering business 
and general economic conditions in the Corporation’s service area, trends in health care coverage, and various 
collection indicators.  

The Corporation performs periodic assessments to determine if an allowance for expected credit loss experience 
is necessary. The Corporation considers its incurred loss experience and adjusts for known and expected events 
and other circumstances. Because the Corporation's patient accounts receivable is typically paid for by highly-
solvent, creditworthy payors, such as Medicare and other governmental programs, and highly-regulated commercial 
insurers on behalf of the patient, the Corporation's credit losses have been infrequent and insignificant in nature. 
Amounts recognized for allowances for expected credit losses are immaterial to the consolidated financial 
statements.

Investments 

Investments include marketable equity securities with readily determinable fair values that are deemed to be trading 
securities. These investments are reported at fair value as determined by quoted market prices. Investment income 
or loss is included in the excess of revenues and gains over expenses and losses unless the income is restricted 
by donor or law. 
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Investments also include investments in limited partnerships and other alternative investments (collectively, 
Alternative Investments), which are made in accordance with the Corporation’s investment policies and are 
monitored through quarterly performance reviews. The Alternative Investments acquire, hold, invest, manage, 
dispose of, and otherwise deal in and with securities of all kinds and descriptions. Publicly traded securities within 
the Alternative Investments are generally valued by reference to closing market prices on one or more national 
securities exchanges or generally accepted pricing services selected by the custodial trustee of the Alternative 
Investments. Securities not valued by such pricing services will be valued based upon bid quotations obtained from 
independent dealers in the securities. In the absence of any independent quotations, securities will be valued by 
the limited partnership’s custodial trustee on the basis of data obtained from the best available sources. Alternative 
Investments are recorded at net asset value (NAV), as a practical expedient, to determine fair value of the 
investments. The earnings or losses from these investments are recorded as a component of investment income in 
the accompanying consolidated statements of operations. 

Alternative Investments for which the partnership, fund or other have placed restrictions (other than in the normal 
course of operations of the partnerships, fund or other) are evaluated for impairment caused by the illiquid nature 
of the restricted Alternative Investment. Any Alternative Investments determined to be impaired are reduced to a 
net realizable value based on the best information available.  

Inventories 

Inventories consist primarily of drugs and medical supplies and are carried at the lower of cost or market, as 
determined principally by the first-in, first-out method. 

Property and Equipment 

Property and equipment are carried at cost. Depreciation of land improvements, buildings, and equipment is 
recorded on the straight-line basis over the estimated useful lives of the associated assets. The general range of 
estimated useful lives is 10 to 30 years for land improvements, 10 to 50 years for buildings, and 3 to 16 years for 
equipment.  

Gifts of long-lived assets, such as land, buildings, or equipment are reported as unrestricted support, and are 
excluded from the excess of revenues and gains over expenses and losses, unless explicit donor stipulations 
specify how the donated assets must be used. Gifts of long-lived assets with explicit restrictions that specify how 
the assets are to be used and gifts of cash or other assets that must be used to acquire long-lived assets are 
reported as restricted support. Absent explicit donor stipulations about how long those long-lived assets must be 
maintained, expirations of donor restrictions are reported when the donated or acquired long-lived assets are placed 
in service. 

Leases  

At lease inception, the Corporation determines whether an arrangement is or contains a lease. Accounting activity 
associated with operating leases is included in operating lease right-of-use (ROU) assets, current operating lease 
liabilities, noncurrent lease liabilities, and supplies and other expenses in the accompanying consolidated financial 
statements.  

ROU assets represent the Corporation’s right to use leased assets over the term of the lease. Lease liabilities 
represent the Corporation’s contractual obligation to make lease payments over the lease term. 
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For operating leases, ROU assets and lease liabilities are recognized at the commencement date. The lease liability 
is measured as the present value of the lease payments over the lease term. The Corporation elected to combine 
lease and nonlease components. The Corporation uses the rate implicit in the lease if it is determinable. When the 
rate implicit in the lease is not determinable, the Corporation uses its incremental borrowing rate at the 
commencement date of the lease to determine the present value of the lease payments. Operating ROU assets are 
calculated as the present value of the lease payments plus initial direct costs, plus any prepayments less any lease 
incentives received. Lease terms may include renewal or extension options to the extent they are reasonably certain 
to be exercised. The assessment of whether renewal or extension options are reasonably certain to be exercised 
is made at lease commencement. Factors considered in determining whether an option is reasonably certain of 
exercise include, but are not limited to, the value of any leasehold improvements, the value of renewal rates 
compared to market rates, and the presence of factors that would cause a significant economic penalty to the 
Corporation if the option were not exercised. Lease expense is recognized on a straight-line basis over the lease 
term. The Corporation has elected not to recognize a ROU asset and obligation for leases with an initial term of 
twelve months or less. The expense associated with short-term leases is included in supplies and other expense in 
the accompanying consolidated statements of operations. 

Excess of Revenues and Gains Over Expenses and Losses  

The consolidated statements of operations include excess of revenues and gains over expenses and losses. 
Changes in net assets without donor restrictions that are excluded from excess of revenues and gains over 
expenses and losses, consistent with industry practice, include cumulative effect of changes in accounting 
principles, permanent transfers of assets to and from affiliates for other than goods or services, and contributions 
of long lived assets (including assets acquired using contributions which by donor restriction were to be used for 
the purposes of acquiring such assets). 

Activities that result in gains or losses unrelated to the Corporation’s primary operations are considered to be 
nonoperating. Nonoperating gains and losses include income and expenses associated with investments, bequests 
and other nonrecurring items. 

Donor-Restricted Gifts 

Unconditional promises to give cash and other assets to the Corporation are reported at fair value at the date the 
promise is received. Conditional promises to give are recorded at the time they become unconditional. Indications 
of intentions to give are reported at fair value at the date the gift is received. The gifts are reported as support with 
donor restriction if they are received with donor stipulations that limit the use of the donated assets. When a donor 
restriction expires, that is, when a stipulated time restriction ends or purpose restriction is accomplished, net assets 
with donor restriction are reclassified as net assets without donor restriction and reported in the consolidated 
statements of operations as net assets released from restrictions. Donor-restricted contributions whose restrictions 
are met within the same year as received are reported as contributions without donor restriction in the 
accompanying consolidated financial statements. 

Noncontrolling Interest  

The noncontrolling interest represents the proportionate share of the equity of a joint venture owned by third parties. 
The joint venture began operations and incurred a net loss of approximately $0.5 million and $4.8 million for the 
years ending December 31, 2024 and 2023, respectively. The Corporation’s 51% ownership represents 
approximately $0.2 million and $2.5 million of the joint venture’s net loss which is reflected in the accompanying 
consolidated statement of operations for years ending December 31, 2024 and 2023, respectively. 

The Corporation made capital contributions totaling approximately $0 and $0.4 million for the years ending 
December 31, 2024 and 2023, respectively. Total capital contributions are approximately $2.1 million as of 
December 31, 2024 and 2023.

Estimated Malpractice Costs 

The provision for estimated medical malpractice claims includes estimates of the ultimate costs for both reported 
claims and claims incurred but not reported. Such amounts have been recorded within other long-term liabilities in 
the accompanying consolidated balance sheets. 

Income Taxes 

The Corporation is exempt from federal income tax under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code as a not-
for-profit corporation. Federal tax law requires that the Corporation be operated in a manner consistent with its initial 
exemption application in order to maintain its exempt status. Management has analyzed the operations of the 
Corporation and concluded that it remains in compliance with the requirements for exemption. 

The state in which the Corporation operates also provides general exemption from state income taxation for 
organizations that are exempt from federal income taxation. However, the Corporation is subject to both federal 
and state income taxation at corporate tax rates on its unrelated business income. Exemption from other state 
taxes, such as real and personal property taxes, is separately determined. 

Current accounting standards define the threshold for recognizing uncertain income tax return positions in the 
financial statements as “more likely than not” that the position is sustainable, based on technical merits, and also 
provide guidance on the measurement, classification, and disclosure of tax return positions in the financial 
statements. Management believes there is no impact on the Corporation’s accompanying consolidated financial 
statements related to uncertain income tax positions. 

Revisions 

Certain immaterial revisions have been made to the 2023 consolidated financial statements for the classification of 
assets limited as to use and alternative investments in Notes 1, 4 and 13 and the classification of certain functional 
expenses in Note 14. These revisions did not have a significant impact on the consolidated financial statement line 
items impacted. 

Subsequent Events  

Management evaluated all events and transactions through May 29, 2025, at which time the consolidated financial 
statements were issued. 
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Note 3. Net Patient Service Revenue  

Net patient service revenue is reported at the amount that reflects the consideration to which the Corporation 
expects to be entitled in exchange for providing patient care. These amounts are due from patients, third-party 
payors (including health insurers and government programs), and others and includes variable consideration for 
retroactive revenue adjustments due to settlement of audits, reviews, and investigations. Generally, the Corporation 
bills the patients and third-party payors several days after the services are performed or the patient is discharged 
from the facility. Revenue is recognized as performance obligations are satisfied. 

Performance obligations are determined based on the nature of the services provided by the Corporation. Revenue 
for performance obligations satisfied over time is recognized based on actual charges incurred in relation to total 
expected (or actual) charges. Generally, performance obligations satisfied over time relate to patients in the 
Corporation’s hospital receiving inpatient acute care services, psychiatric services, rehabilitative services, or 
patients receiving services in the Corporation’s outpatient centers. The Corporation measures the performance 
obligation from admission into the hospital, or the commencement of an outpatient service, to the point when the 
health care services are no longer provided to the patient, which is generally at the time of discharge or completion 
of the outpatient services. Revenue is generally recognized when goods are provided to patients and customers in 
a retail setting (for example, pharmaceuticals and medical equipment). 

The Corporation determines the transaction price based on standard charges for goods and services provided, 
reduced by explicit price concessions provided to third-party payors and discounts provided to uninsured patients 
in accordance with the Corporation’s policy, and estimated implicit price concessions related to uninsured patient 
accounts. The Corporation determines its estimates of price concessions based on contractual agreements, its 
discount policies, and historical experience with these classes of patients. 

Agreements with third-party payors typically provide for payments at amounts less than established charges. A 
summary of the payment arrangements with major third-party payors follows: 

Medicare 
Certain inpatient acute care services are paid at prospectively determined rates per discharge based on clinical, 
diagnostic, and other factors. Certain services are paid based on cost-reimbursement methodologies subject 
to certain limits. Physician services are paid based upon established fee schedules. Outpatient services are 
paid using prospectively determined rates.  

The Corporation has recorded approximately $2.2 million and $1.4 million of revenues related to Medicare 
outlier payments for the years ended December 31, 2024 and 2023, respectively. These amounts represent 
approximately 0.79% and 0.50% of Medicare net revenues for 2024 and 2023, respectively, and less than 1.0% 
of total net patient service revenue in 2024 and 2023. There can be no assurances that the Corporation will 
continue to receive these levels of Medicare outlier payments in future periods. 

The Hospital is an academic teaching hospital and, as such, receives additional payments from Medicare for 
certain direct and indirect costs related to its graduate medical education (GME) programs. GME payments 
accounted for 1.08% and 1.03% of the Hospital’s operating revenue in calendar years 2024 and 2023, 
respectively. The payment methodologies used do not necessarily reflect the actual costs of graduate medical 
education, and the federal government is continually re-evaluating its policy on graduate medical education and 
teaching hospital payments. Accordingly, there can be no assurance that the payments received by the Hospital 
will be sufficient to cover the costs of its medical education programs.  
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Medicaid 
The Commonwealth of Virginia reimburses providers for inpatient services through fixed payment amounts per 
inpatient discharge that are adjusted based on the patient’s assigned case mix intensity similar to a Medicare 
diagnostic-related group (DRG). Outpatient services are reimbursed by the Commonwealth of Virginia under a 
prospectively determined payment system. The Commonwealth of Virginia also separately reimburses 
providers for direct and indirect medical education and disproportionate share amounts if qualified. These 
reimbursements are retroactively settled through the annual cost report.  

Other Third-Party Payors 
All other third-party payors, principally Care First Blue Cross/Blue Shield, other private insurance companies, 
health maintenance organizations, preferred provider organizations and other managed care plans, negotiate 
payment rates directly with the Corporation. Such arrangements include DRG-based payment systems, per 
diems, case rates and percentage of billed charges. If such rates are not negotiated, then the payors are billed 
at the Corporation’s established charges.  

Laws and regulations concerning government programs, including Medicare and Medicaid, are complex and subject 
to varying interpretation. As a result of investigations by governmental agencies, various health care organizations 
have received requests for information and notices regarding alleged noncompliance with those laws and 
regulations, which, in some instances, have resulted in organizations entering into significant settlement 
agreements. Compliance with such laws and regulations may also be subject to future government review and 
interpretation, as well as significant regulatory action, including fines, penalties, and potential exclusion from the 
related programs. There can be no assurance that regulatory authorities will not challenge the Corporation’s 
compliance with these laws and regulations, and it is not possible to determine the impact (if any) such claims or 
penalties would have upon the Corporation. In addition, the contracts the Corporation has with commercial payors 
also provide for retroactive audit and review of claims. 

Settlements with third-party payors for retroactive adjustments due to audits, reviews, or investigations are 
considered variable consideration and are included in the determination of the estimated transaction price for 
providing patient care. These settlements are estimated based on the terms of the payment agreement with the 
payor, correspondence from the payor, and the Corporation’s historical settlement activity, including an assessment 
to ensure that it is probable that a significant reversal in the amount of cumulative revenue recognized will not occur 
when the uncertainty associated with the retroactive adjustment is subsequently resolved. Estimated settlements 
are adjusted in future periods as adjustments become known (that is, new information becomes available), or as 
years are settled or are no longer subject to such audits, reviews, and investigations. Adjustments arising from a 
change in the transaction price were not significant in 2024 or 2023. 

Generally, patients who have third-party payor coverage are responsible for related deductibles and coinsurance, 
which vary in amount. The Corporation also provides services to uninsured patients, and offers those uninsured 
patients a discount, either by policy or law, from standard charges. The Corporation estimates the transaction price 
for patients with deductibles and coinsurance and from those who are uninsured based on historical experience 
and current market conditions. The initial estimate of the transaction price is determined by reducing the standard 
charge by any applicable explicit and/or implicit price concessions. Subsequent changes to the estimate of the 
transaction price are generally recorded as adjustments to net patient service revenue in the period of the change. 
For the years ended December 31, 2024, and 2023, explicit and implicit price concessions on a consolidated basis 
were approximately $1,737 million and $1,467 million, respectively. Subsequent changes that are determined to be 
the result of an adverse change in the patient’s ability to pay are recorded as bad debt/ credit loss expense. Bad 
debt/ credit loss expense was approximately $25.8 million and $9.6 million for the years ended December 31, 2024 
and 2023, respectively.  
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The Corporation accepts all patients regardless of their ability to pay. Patients qualify for charity care according to 
the established policies of the Corporation. Amounts determined to qualify as charity care are not pursued for 
collections and accordingly are not reported as patient revenue. The Corporation provided approximately $72.9 
million and $62.4 million in gross uncompensated charges for charity care for the years ended December 31, 2024 
and 2023, respectively. The total direct and indirect costs of charity care provided for the years ended December 
31, 2024 and 2023 were approximately $18.6 million and $16 million, respectively. The cost of charity care is 
calculated on a ratio of total costs to charges. 

The Corporation has a program for discounting services to patients who do not have insurance and whose income 
is below 200% of published federal poverty guidelines. The cost of the discount currently extended, calculated on 
a ratio of costs to charges, is approximately $1.3 million and $1.2 million in 2024 and 2023, respectively. 

It is the Corporation’s vision to build a healthier community by promoting and providing access to healthcare 
services to low-income residents in its services area. Regardless of the ability to pay, the Corporation provides a 
full spectrum of inpatient and outpatient services to members of its community, including over 14,500 and 14,000 
visits to the Hospital’s indigent clinic in 2024 and 2023, respectively. The indigent clinic is committed to providing 
access to quality healthcare services to low-income, uninsured county residents.  

Additionally, the Corporation provides subsidized services to patients seen by the Arlington Free Clinic for indigent 
patients who require breast and colon cancer screening and treatment services. In addition, the Corporation also 
accommodated the need for over 1,877 and 15,000 pediatric visits in 2024 and 2023, respectively, at the Arlington 
Pediatric Center. The Arlington Pediatric Center provides low-cost healthcare services for families at or below 200% 
of the federal poverty level. In conjunction with the Arlington Medical Society, the Corporation sponsors an annual 
trip to Honduras by members of the medical and nursing staff of the Hospital to provide medical care and surgical 
services. 

The Corporation has determined that the nature, amount, timing, and uncertainty of revenue and cash flows are 
affected by payor classification, method of reimbursement, and timing of when revenue is recognized. The following 
table provides details of payor composition.

Revenue from patient’s deductibles and coinsurance are included in the preceding categories based on the primary 
payor. 

The Corporation has elected certain practical expedients allowed under the relevant accounting standards and 
therefore does not adjust the promised amount of consideration from patients and third-party payors for the effects 
of a significant financing component due to the Corporation’s expectation that the period between the time the 
services is provided to a patient and the time that the patient or a third-party payor pays for that service will be one 
year or less. However, the Corporation does, in certain instances, enter into payment agreements with patients that 
allow payments in excess of one year. For those cases, the financing component is not deemed to be significant to 
the contract. 
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Additional Risk Factors  

The Corporation provides general acute health care services in the Commonwealth of Virginia. The Corporation 
and other health care providers in Virginia are subject to certain inherent risks, including the following: 

 Dependence on revenues derived from reimbursement by the federal Medicare and state Medicaid 
programs; 

 Government regulation, government budgetary constraints and proposed legislative and regulatory 
changes; and 

 Lawsuits alleging malpractice and related claims. 

The federal Medicare and state Medicaid reimbursement programs represent a substantial portion of the 
Corporation’s revenues, and the Corporation’s operations are subject to a variety of other federal, state and local 
regulatory requirements. Failure to maintain required regulatory approvals and licenses and/or changes in such 
regulatory requirements could have a significant adverse effect on the Corporation. 

The Commonwealth of Virginia must operate with balanced budgets and since the Medicaid program is one of the 
Commonwealth’s largest programs, it is possible that Virginia will enact or consider enacting legislation designed 
to reduce its Medicaid expenditures. The effect of the change in federal and state reimbursement funding 
mechanisms and related government budgetary constraints on the Corporation cannot be reasonably estimated at 
this time. 

The healthcare industry is subject to numerous laws and regulation from federal, state and local governments, and 
the government has increased enforcement of Medicare and Medicaid anti-fraud and abuse laws, as well as 
physician self-referral laws (STARK law and regulation). The Corporation’s compliance with these laws and 
regulations is subject to ongoing internal monitoring as well as periodic governmental review and inquiries, and the 
Corporation has responded appropriately to any such compliance matters. The Corporation is aware of certain 
asserted and unasserted compliance matters, and from time to time, the Corporation may agree to resolve certain 
compliance matters with the government. The Corporation will continue to monitor its compliance and all related 
government inquiries and respond appropriately. The final outcomes of these matters cannot be determined at this 
time. 

As a result of enacted and pending federal health care reform legislation, substantial changes are occurring in the 
United States health care system. Such legislation includes numerous provisions affecting the delivery of health 
care services, the financing of health care costs, reimbursement of health care providers, and the legal obligations 
of health insurers, providers and employers. The ultimate impact of these potential changes on the future financial 
position, operations and liquidity of the Corporation cannot be reasonably predicted at this time. 

Such inherent risks require the use of certain management estimates in the preparation of the Corporation’s 
consolidated financial statements, and it is reasonably possible that a change in such estimates may occur.

Hedge fund investments include investments with a fund of fund managers and direct individual managers 
incorporating multiple strategies, including capital structure arbitrage, event arbitrage, fixed income arbitrage, long 
shot investing, and distressed debt. As of December 31, 2024, approximately $413.4 million is redeemable from 
2025 through 2031.  

Private equity funds include investments in private equity consisting primarily of venture capital funds, leveraged 
buyout funds, mid-stage growth capital funds, and international private equity funds. As of December 31, 2024, the 
balance of approximately $135.6 million is redeemable from 2025 through 2037.  

Real assets include global investments in private and publicly listed entities investing in timber, natural resources, 
commodities, metals, and mining companies. As of December 31, 2024, approximately $29.4 million is redeemable 
from 2025 through 2034.  
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The Corporation has commitments for the additional purchase of ownership in limited partnerships (private equity 
and real asset fund) which are classified as alternative investments in the table above. Total unfunded commitments 
at December 31, 2024 and 2023 were approximately $110.9 million and $140.7 million, respectively, for private 
equity funds and approximately $17.8 million and $3.1 million, respectively, for real asset funds.

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In May 6, 2020, the Authority issued approximately $274 million of Series 2020 Bonds for the benefit of the 
Corporation. The proceeds from the sale of the Series 2020 Bonds were primarily used to refund the outstanding 
principal of the Series 2010 Bonds and to finance certain capital projects of the Corporation. The Series 2020 Bonds 
bear interest at a fixed rate with and will be payable on January 1 and July 1, commencing January 1, 2021. Interest 
at December 31, 2024 and 2023 was 5.2% and 5.3%, respectively. A premium of approximately $19.9 million was 
received in 2020.  

In September 1, 2023, the Authority issued $150 million of Series 2023 Bonds for the benefit of the Corporation. 
The proceeds from the sale of the Series 2023 Bonds were primarily used to finance certain capital projects of the 
Corporation. The Series 2023 Bonds bear interest at a fixed rate and will be payable on January 1 and July 1, 
commencing January 1, 2024. Interest at December 31, 2024 and 2023 was 5.0%.  

The Series 2023 and 2020 Bonds are secured by an interest in the funds held by the Bond Trustee and are subject 
to optional redemption, mandatory sinking fund redemption, purchase in lieu of redemption, and mandatory tender. 
The Master Trust Indenture requires that certain covenants be met. Management believes the Corporation is in 
compliance with these covenant requirements. 

Costs incurred in the issuance of the Series 2023 and 2020 Bonds are deferred and amortized over the life of the 
related debt. 

During October 2021, the Company entered into a term loan agreement with a commercial bank for $34.5 million 
to finance the acquisition of property. Monthly interest payments at 2.08% per annum are due with an annual 
principal payment made every October.

Note 11. Insurance  

Professional and General Liability 

Effective October 2002, the Corporation is self-insured through a revocable trust for professional and general liability 
claims. Provision for losses related to professional liability risks are based upon an actuarial determination. In 
addition, the Corporation maintains umbrella coverage from a commercial carrier in excess of the basic 
self-insurance protection. The Corporation has purchased “tail” coverage for claims arising prior to October 2002. 
The Corporation accrues the estimated cost of asserted and unasserted professional and general liability claims in 
the period in which the healthcare services are rendered. It is the opinion of management, based on the advice of 
actuarial and legal counsel, that the accompanying consolidated financial statements adequately provide for losses 
resulting from potential unasserted claims and pending or threatened litigation. Amounts accrued as of 
December 31, 2024 and 2023 were approximately $8.3 million and $12.4 million, respectively and are reported as 
other long-term liabilities on the accompanying consolidated balance sheets.  

Workers’ Compensation 

The Corporation is self-insured with respect to employee worker’s compensation costs. Losses from worker’s 
compensation claims identified under the Corporation’s incident reporting system, as well as provisions for 
estimated losses from incurred but not reported incidents, are accrued based on estimates that incorporate the 
Corporation’s past experience as well as other considerations, including the nature of claims or incidents and 
relevant trend factors. Amounts accrued as of December 31, 2024 and 2023 were approximately $0.6 million and 
$0.8 million, respectively and are reported as other long-term liabilities on the accompanying consolidated balance 
sheets.  
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Health Insurance  

The Corporation is self-insured with respect to employee health benefit costs. Health benefit costs are based on 
historical experience and other factors such as health care cost trend factors. Amounts accrued as of December 31, 
2024 and 2023 were approximately $2.4 million and $2.8 million, respectively, and are reported as accrued 
expenses on the accompanying consolidated balance sheets. 

Note 12. Concentrations of Credit Risk  

The Corporation maintains cash balances in various financial institutions. The balances at the financial institutions 
are insured by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation (FDIC) up to $250 thousand. At various times there were 
balances in the financial institutions in excess of the FDIC limit. The Corporation has not experienced any loss in 
such accounts. 

The Corporation grants credit without collateral to its patients, many of whom are insured under third-party 
agreements.

Note 15. Commitments and Contingencies  

Certificate of Public Need Commitment  

On December 15, 2006, the Corporation purchased land, building, and fixed equipment located at 601 South Carlin 
Springs Road, Arlington, Virginia. This facility housed the Arlington Urgent Care Center, Arlington Pediatric Center 
and other departments of the Corporation. 

The property was subject to the terms of a Certificate of Public Need (COPN) issued by the Virginia Department of 
Health. The COPN requires that an urgent care facility be maintained and operated on the property at 601 South 
Carlin Springs Road. As a part of the agreement to purchase the property, the Corporation has committed to operate 
an urgent care facility on the property subject to ongoing operating subsidies provided by the seller. The 
Corporation’s commitment to operate the urgent care center will terminate upon withdrawal of the urgent care facility 
requirement by the Virginia Department of Health or abandonment by the seller. On May 24th, 2019, the State 
Health Commissioner waived the third condition of COPN No. VA-03931 thus ending the obligation to continue the 
urgent care operations at the 601 South Carlin Springs Road location. 

In July 2019, the Corporation sold the property located at 601 South Carlin Springs Road. The Corporation has 
relocated the urgent care to a new site within Arlington and remains in compliance of the terms of the related COPN.

In November 2020, the Corporation received official notification from the Virginia Department of Health State Health 
Commissioner that the Certificate of Public Need (COPN) request for additional beds was approved. The approval 
added 43 medical/surgical beds to the official licensure. The Corporation is now a 453 licensed bed facility. Once 
the Outpatient Pavilion is completed, the Corporation will be able to create a new medical/surgical unit. 

In February 2022, the Corporation received official notification from the Virginia Department of Health, State Health 
Commissioner that the Corporation request for COPN approval for 16 additional psychiatric beds granted, adding 
16 beds to the Corporation licensed bed inventory. 

In June 2024, the Corporation received official notification from the Virginia Department of Health State Health 
Commissioner that the Certificate of Public Need (COPN) request for additional psychiatric and rehab beds were 
approved. The approval added 54 psychiatric beds and 30 inpatient rehab beds to the official licensure. The 
Corporation is now a 537 licensed bed system.  

Capital Commitments  

The Corporation has entered into various contracts for ongoing construction and improvements. As of December 31, 
2024, future commitments under these contracts were approximately $68.1 million. Pay applications cover 30-day 
periods of time and are due as work is completed. The contracts generally allow for a termination without cause 
upon thirty-day written notice.
